Present Perfect Simple & Simple Past Tense Simple
(1) Smithers, who is that guy? - That’s Homer Simpson, Sir. He’s worked here for ten years now.
(2) Damn, I think I’ve lost my wallet! It’s gone.
(3) Have you ever been to Australia? – Yes, I have.
(4) Yesterday I went to the park.

(5) Last year my friend and I went to Israel by car.

(6) He’s lived in a small village in the Eifel all his life.

(7) I’ve mended your car. Now it’s as good as new.

(8) She wrote her first novel at the age of fourteen.

(9) My students have learnt their vocab. They will all pass the exam.

(10) She has studied English for ten years now, but she still can’t talk fluently.

(11) Don’t tell me anything about New York. I’ve been there four times already.
(12) Have you ever been in a plane crash? - No, I haven’t. 
(13) My brother has come to visit me. He might stay for a few more days.

(14) There is no need to tell that joke. I’ve heard it before.

(15) I’ve cut my finger. Now I’m bleeding. Would you mind giving me a hanky?

(16) How old are you? - I turned 25 last August.

(17) This coin is my lucky charm, I’ve had it for nearly six years.
(18) Your taxi has arrived. It’s waiting outside.

Present Perfect (have + past part. of the full verb)
· The Present Perfect tenses relate past actions and activities to the present. 
·    The exact time of the verb action is not mentioned.

Present Perfect is used:

a) to express unfinished past (also bridge time)
b) to express the present result of a past event (usually recent past)
c) to express a general experience


Simple Past (Past Tense of the full verb)

Simple Past Tense is used:

d) to express a completed action at a definite time in the past
Watch out for time markers like yesterday, last year, in 1988, six years ago, …
